ANNUAL MEETING HIGHLIGHTS

NAB BOARD OF GOVERNORS APPROVES “NAB NHA LICENSURE ENDORSEMENT AGREEMENT”
June 17, 2005, Boston, Massachusetts
After decades of efforts to establish common standards for endorsement of NHA licensure standards, the NAB Board of Governors on June 17, 2005 approved the “NAB NHA Licensure Endorsement Agreement” (www.nabweb.org).  The basic tenets of the agreement include requirements for education, evidence as administrator of record full time in the past two years, proof of licensure in good standing, and state exam requirements as appropriate.  NAB member licensure boards/agencies will be contacted over the next few weeks to determine participation in the agreement.  A list of participating jurisdictions will be published on the NAB web site.
80 NAB member state board executives, state board members, NHA and RC/AL administrators, members from academia, continuing education providers and representatives from ACHCA, AIM, AHCA, AAHSA and guests attended the meeting in Boston.
William B. McIlwaine awarded the NAB Distinguished Service Award

President Katrina Magdon, Alabama, presented NAB’s highest award to long time member William B. McIlwaine, Ed.D, for his service to the NAB and to the regulatory community.  Dr. McIlwaine has served as Treasurer and President of the NAB.  Dr. McIlwaine was instrumental in establishing the NAB Foundation and served as its first President.  He has also served for many years as a public board member for the Pennsylvania Board of Examiners for Nursing Home Administrators.  Dr. McIlwaine was accompanied by his wife, Melva, in receiving the award.
University of Wisconsin - Eau Claire Approved for NAB Academic Accreditation

Acting upon a recommendation from the NAB Education Committee, the Board of Governors approved the University of Wisconsin - Eau Claire’s under-graduate degree program in long term care administration for accreditation by the NAB.  A formal presentation to officials representing the University of Wisconsin - Eau Claire will take place at the Board of Governors Meeting during the NAB Mid-Year Meeting in Charleston, South Carolina, November 16-18, 2005.  
Tom Syverson Confirmed as NAB Treasurer

Kemp Wright, former Executive Director of the Louisiana NHA Board recently resigned his position as NAB’s Treasurer to accept a position as CEO of a rehabilitation hospital in Alexandria, Louisiana.  President Katrina Magdon 

appointed Tom Syverson to serve the remaining one year of Mr. Wright’s two year term.  The Board of Governors confirmed the appointment at its meeting on June 17th.  Mr. Syverson is a Regional Director for the Evangelical Lutheran Good Samaritan Society.

NAB ends 2004 fiscal year with excess funds
Treasurer Tom Syverson reported that the NAB ended the 2004 fiscal year with excess funds from operations of $58,656.65 which included budgeted reserve allocations to the NHA and RCAL Job Analysis Funds and the General Reserve Fund totaling $50,000.  The Board of Governors approved allocation of the additional excess funds of $58,656.65 to the General Reserve Fund.  The Executive Committee will consider a recommendation to donate a portion of the excess amount from the General Reserve Fund to the NAB Foundation and report to the Board of Governors at the Mid-Year Meeting in Charleston, South Carolina.
Nomination Committee Elected for 2006 Election of Officers

Members elected to serve on the NAB Nominating Committee for election of officers in June of 2006 include Steve Nash, District of Columbia Board of Examiners for Nursing Home Administrators and Thomas Argue, New Hampshire Board of Examiners for Nursing Home Administrators.  Michael Calderon, Bethesda Living Centers, Phoenix, Arizona, was elected alternate.  The committee will be chaired by Denney Austin, Immediate Past President of NAB and President of the NAB Foundation.  Mr. Austin resides in Seattle, Washington and is CEO of Martha and Mary Health Services in Poulsbo, Washington.

Steve Chies, Chairman, American Health Care Association, speaks of the need for a “Revolution” in Long Term Care

NAB Past President and current AHCA Chairman Steve Chies delivered the Keynote Address to NAB meeting attendees in Boston.  Mr. Chies spoke of the need for radical change in the long term care industry.  Mr. Chies pointed to the need for congress to act now to provide a stable funding source to assure access to quality care for our nation’s elderly now and in the future.  Citing the tremendous increase in the aging population as the “baby boom” generation reaches retirement age over the next 20 years, Chies called for a revolution in how our nation funds and delivers long term care services.

Citing extensive research, Mr. Sumner presented several examples of the most thorough ethical guidelines regarding conflict of interest for regulatory boards and commissions. Emphasizing the importance of board members to understand and comply with ethical guidelines, Mr. Sumner discussed some of the most egregious cases of ethics violations. Sumner noted that the good news is that not many cases of ethics violations by long term care boards surfaced from this research project.
Residential Care/Assisted Living Job Analysis Update Approved

The RC/AL Examination Committee recommended approval by the Board of Governors the results of the RC/AL job analysis update that was initiated last September.  The job analysis resulted from the work of a nationally selected task group of content experts that met for three days last September to review and update the existing job analysis.  This was followed by a pilot survey, a second meeting and review by the task group in November and then a national survey to validate the work of the task group.
