In her supporting role, Pat Muenzen, Professional Examination Service, presented a summary of the findings of the job analysis which 
demonstrates the shifting emphasis from management to leadership and the importance of culture change in achieving resident-centered care.  The results of the job analysis update will begin to impact new forms of the NHA licensure exam in early 2009.

Recognizing the expanding interest and role of state boards in the licensure of assisted living administrators, the Mid-Year Meeting General Session featured a panel discussion of representatives from states that currently license or have recently adopted regulations for licensure.
